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My Child at School (MCAS) Update 

We recently replaced our core data system and we have worked hard through this academic year to ensure our new processes are 

better. One of the main advantages of the new system is the student and family portal, My Child at School (MCAS).  This portal will 

allow you to log in and access details about your child (or children) within school.  You will be able to view and respond to: 

  

• Attendance and absence information – you can notify us why a student is off  

• Behaviour updates – including correction notifications and events through the day 

• Academic reports – so you can track how well your child is learning at Dixons Trinity 

• Student timetables – so you know which lessons your child has each day 

• Pupil personal details – which can also be updated by you in the app 

 

MCAS can be accessed via a web browser and is also available as a mobile phone app for any Apple or Android smartphone. All you 

need to access the app is an email address; this must be the email address that you share with school using the link below.  

Thank you for sharing your email address with the academy earlier this year, you can now use the following steps to create and log 

in to your MCAS account ready for September. 

1. Download the ‘mychildatschool’ app on your mobile device 

2. Select ‘Self Sign Up’ 

3. Enter the school ID 12086 

4. Enter your email address (this must be the same email address that you have shared with the academy) 

5. Create a memorable password 

You will now be able to log into your personal MCAS account that is linked to your child/children within the academy. All 

notifications will now be sent to you via the app.  

If you receive the message ‘incorrect email address’ when you attempt to sign in, please contact the academy for support.
